The detector noise index is the deviation of individual detector standard deviation of radiance from the minimum of the four, that is, a ratio between the standard deviation of the earth scene radiance of the four detectors to their minimum value. 


The rational is that, statistically the standard deviation of earth scene radiance should be same for all the four detectors and the ratios between the detectors should be random and close to ONE.   Therefore, the consistent, larger ratio can be used as index of the detector noise. 
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
